-Review of reading:

· “Queering/Querying Pedagogy?  Or, Pedagogy Is a Pretty Queer Thing” by Susanne Luhmann.

-Focus of discussion:

-What is Pedagogy?

· The function, profession, or practice of a pedagogue; the work or occupation of teaching; the art or science of teaching, pedagogics.

· Instruction, discipline, training; a means or system of introductory training

· A place of instruction; a school or college.
