Assignment:
You have been asked to write a short chapter, which will be published in an educational journal, on queer theory entitled “The Road to Queerdom”.  In this chapter you will look at how educational institutions, such as this one, have or have not become aware and sensitive to the concept of queer.  In order to demonstrate your grasp of readings in this section of the class you must use the Judith Halberstan reading “Sex Debates” and relate it to the issues of pedagogy discussed throughout the course of the class.  There are several articles we have read in particular that focus on pedagogy, however, if you are unsure of which articles these are then it may be wise to meet with me. 


Instructions:

Your essay should develop a thesis using the materials from class discussions and readings.  Each essay should have a title page that displays a title for the essay and your name.  Essays should be double-spaced, a minimum of five pages in length and no longer than eight pages—this does not include title page and list of references.  You must give complete documentation for any quotations or ideas taken from published work.  This includes class readings.  Any footnote style is adequate as long as you are consistent.  You may want to follow an established format (APA, MLA, Chicago) for documentation and citation.  Essays will be evaluated on the soundness of the arguments, on the ability to incorporate telling details as illustration or substantiation, on the overall organization and clarity of expression, and on the technical elements such as punctuation and sentence /paragraph construction.

Evaluation:

1) Have you staked out a claim that is both specific and non-self evident?

2) Have you provided sufficient examples/illustration/evidence that speaks to your claim?

3) Do you clearly link your evidence back to the claim?

4) Does the essay show a progression in thought?

5) Is the essay relatively free from errors of grammar, usage, punctuation, and spelling?
